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while at the same time giving them the
advantage of more space and more
flexibility to personalize their resi-
dence.

“We wanted to put people in a place
that was very clean and contemporary
but also create an environment that
would allow people to stamp their own
mark,” says Maverick Real Estate Cor-
poration vice-president Cathy Grant.
“The suites are larger than average for
Yaletown at about 1,000 square feet.”

(Technically, Domus, which is on the
1000 block of Homer Street, isn’t in
Yaletown, which officially ends east of
atheoretical line drawn down the mid-
dle of Homer. The 27-storey concrete
structure is being built on the west side
of Homer and is, therefore, not in Yale-
town, though only a few yards from it.)

Diana McMeekin, president of
Artemis Marketing Group Inc., and
who was involved in the original pro-
ject concept, says Domus offers people
the opportunity to have fewer but big-
ger rooms.

The fifth to 18th floors — plans A, B,
and C, — are convertible, whereas the
19th to 24th floorplans are larger and
not as flexible.

For example, a buyer can opt for a
two bedroom plus den on the convert-
ible floors or a one bedroom and den

Transportation and a community
with plenty of activities were lures
that drew me to East Broadway

years. When I saw this seniors’ building on

busy East Broadway, two blocks from the
Broadway SkyTrain station, I went directly to
the office and registered for a suite.

For me it had everything I needed to live a
happy life. I needed transportation and also a
community with lots of activity. I live alone
and am elderly — 90 this year. Here the Broad-
way bus runs right past my door, taking me
east and west; SkyTrain and Commercial Dri-
ve buses take me north and south.

From my quiet apartment, I see the moun-
tains — Grouse, Cypress Bowl and the Sey-
mour ski lifts. In summer clouds shift across
them like a moving picture. In winter lights
twinkle from their snowy peaks.

Looking down I see the neighbourhood park
right under my windows. Children from all
over the globe come to swing. Dog lovers exer-
cise their pets, throwing frisbees back and
forth. Asian people practise tai chi, lovers sit
on the benches, and in good weather families
lounge on the grass and picnic.

I had a hard time after my husband died; I
was lonely and moved four times — but I am
never lonely here in east Vancouver.

The Drive, as it is called, is a short stroll
away. Commercial Drive has an incredible
diversity of people, as well as restaurants and
coffee houses, theatres and shopping. Every-
thing I need is here: my doctor, banks, parks
and entertainment. Then there is Britannia
Community Centre. I go there to use the
library, swimming pool, senior centre and sec-
ondary school for night classes. There is a huge
skating rink and a good exercise room at my
disposal (if I were nimble enough to use them).

I have found what I sought in brassy, inter-
esting, warm-hearted — and, yes, safe — east
Vancouver.

Andre Lussier and Tome Swope
have bought a convertible unit on
the 14th floor, opting for one bed-
room.

“The living room is 31 feet long,”
says Lussier, adding that they
were attracted to Domus by the
simplicity of design and the lay-
out.

“The way it is designed, there’s
no loss of square footage,” he says.
“It’s also facing Yaletown which
has height restrictions (no more
than five storeys) so our view
won’t be blocked. We also get a lot
of amenities for the price range.”

McMeekin says the downtown
Vancouver market is very com-
petitive with many new buildings
going up.

“When prices go up livability is
more of a challenge,” she says. “A
buyer may say, ‘I need more but I
can’t spend more.’ There’s a rush
for smaller units but there is also a
market for larger rooms. Domus
allows that.”

The 135-unit building is already
70 per cent sold.

McMeekin also says Domus is
beautifully designed and is being
developed by people with a
strong track record.The develop-
ers are Roger Navabi of Qualex
Developments and Mohammed
Esfahani of Landmark Projects.

Qualex is the developer of the
Symphony project in Whistler
and Eighteen Trees, a gold
Georgie award-winning project in

Burnaby.

Esfahani has been a successful
developer both internationally
and in Vancouver for more than
25 years and was most recently
the creator of the Crandall Build-
ing and Alda in Yaletown.

Domus is architect Foad Rafii’s
sixth development in the same
neighbourhood, and he has
worked previously with Esfahani,
most recently on the Crandall
Building and Alda.

The interior design team led by
Robert Ledingham created the
concepts and designs for Domus.

Domus also offers five conser-
vatory-style penthouses and eight
townhomes with private entry off
tree-lined Homer Street.
